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Domaine de MIRAIL is located at the top of a hill, close to the very nice, typical village of Lectoure - half way between Condom and Nerac – in the northern part of the Gers. Founded in 1491 by Guilhem de Mirailhs, the estate acquired a great reputation for its wines and Eaux-de-vie and kept it up until the late XIX century phyloxera damages. The vineyard remained in a pretty bad shape until 1998, when Charles HOCHMAN and his son Charles Antoine, clearly convinced about the fabulous potential of Domaine du MIRAIL, decided to buy it and restore its past reputation. 





From your first visit to the estate, you feel like you are in a privileged area to live and grow vines: you first go down a charming, long and sinuous driveway among the fields, wondering where are the vines…Then the Chateau appears facing the village of Lectoure and you walk further, higher, to reach at last the top of the hill; there are the vines and a non obscured view of the region! Conducted under Sustainable Agriculture Practices and very strict attention compared to traditional Gascony “standards”, two very distinctive terroirs are devoted to wine production. A limestone-clay plot oriented south-west (typical from the northern Gers), which provides fresh and fruity white wines. Another main plot on sunny slopes and very poor rocky calcareous soil, is the cradle of all the red Cuvees, with density up to 7000 vines per hectare... Truly amazing in Gascony and be sure… exceptional in quality!





Domaine de MIRAIL Merlot is made from hand harvested vines, on predominantly clayey soils, and yields on this Merlot, never exceed 35 Hectolitres / Hectare… for a Cotes de Gascogne Vin de Pays! The idea is not to make a commercial argument, but the vines and roots are planted directly on the rock and hardly can do more! The result is simply incredible. Domaine de MIRAIL Merlot is a big deep wine! The current 2006 vintage, has some Tannat similarity in structure and density…

For the value, this wine is for sure the most impressive wine currently in sale from the estate! Dark in color (black), it shows a deep, ample nose of ripe black fruits ending on peppery notes.
