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Château VEREDUS is located in Cruscades, closed to Lezignan-Corbières within the Boutenac terroir in Corbières. This full fact sheet could not fit the amazing story of this family estate since 1639, bordering the “Veredus” (meaning messenger horse in Latin, a Roman way that used to link Narbonne to the Atlantic), and that has been bravely handled for 30 years by a young widow Irma COULON. She ran the estate even through the terrible oidium and phyloxera disaster at the end of the XIXth century.





Since 1982, the estate has been run by Louis FABRE, Irma COULON grand-grandson, an agricultural Engineer and Oenologist, who maintain the family’s cultural traditions. Nowadays the vineyard represents a total 121 hectares (291.61 acres) mainly surrounding the Chateau within 3 very distinctive terroirs: 58 hect. of “galets roulés” or pebbles so called “Poudingues” (see picture) under few inches of limestone-clay, 30 hect. on a higher terrace providing concentration to the Syrah & Carignan grapes and 33 hect. on younger soils made of alluvial deposits perfect for white grapes. The vineyard is protected from the humidity of the closed Mediterranean Sea by the Fontfroide and Alaric Mountains, creating a corridor where a very strong but dry wind is blowing more than 200 days a year, providing an arid climate and natural protection against diseases, especially the Mildiou. The lands at Château VEREDUS have never seen neither herbicide nor synthesis fungicide… and since decades, at least 5% of the vineyard area devoted to ecological compensation! Their wines are organically certified and controlled by ECOCERT since 1992.





SOL ROUGE Vin de Pays d’OC is made from pebbly soil on the Cruscades Terrace, mainly from low yields Syrah & Merlot, both vinified separately. SOL ROUGE 2008 might the very best Vin de Pays we ever had: Deep, intense, sappy & persistent!
